HIGH POINT REGIONAL HIGH SCHOOL is a high-performing nationally recognized Blue Ribbon School of
Excellence that is committed to fostering individualized excellence for every student. Located 63 miles northwest of

Manhattan in bucolic Sussex, County NJ, High Point serves students from six municipalities: Branchville, Lafayette,
Frankford, Montague, Sussex, and Wantage. High Point students choose from a multitude of educational opportunities
including 29 Advanced Placement courses, as well as, a wide variety of honors and college preparatory offerings that

enable our students to compete for admission to the most selective colleges in the nation. Our curriculum is

supplemented by a wide variety of online courses via the High Point Virtual Academy, career-focused internships, and
concurrent enrollment university offerings. Starting in 2015-16, High Point began to offer the AP Capstone Diploma
Program comprised of the AP Seminar and AP Research courses. The 2016 Valedictorian is attending Princeton
University. More than 10 members of the Class of 2016 are competing in the NCAA. Eighty-four percent of the class of
2016 is attending an institution of higher education. High Point’s enrollment for 2016-17 is 940 students, 245 of

whom are in the Class of 2017.

Students participate in 38 co-curricular clubs and activities.

All students complete at least 50 hours of community
service by the end of their high school career. Through
community service, students engage the members of their
community and build social awareness.

HIGH POINT FACULTY AND STAFF

One hundred seventy-six enthusiastic and caring staff
members maintain a safe and supportive learning
environment committed to the proposition that all
students can, and should, be lifelong learners. An
integrated and aligned vision has been implemented so as
to focus on student achievement through our commitment
to academic rigor, real-world applicable relevance, and the
fostering of relationships. High Point’s curricula and
instruction are aligned to the Common Core State
Standards. High Point’s faculty collaborates via
professional learning communities (PLC’s) to map the
standards-based curriculum in Understanding by Design
format utilizing Rubicon Atlas. Several members of the
High Point faculty also hold university teaching
appointments. High Point teachers frequently present at
regional and national professional development
conferences, as well as, serve as AP Readers for the
College Board. Seventy-seven percent of the High Point
faculty hold an advanced degree.

TECHNOLOGY AT HIGH POINT

To better facilitate project-based learning, authentic
assessment, and blended learning opportunities, High
Point became a fully integrated BYOD and Google for
Education campus in 2014. In 2013, the High Point
administrative team developed a Respectable Use Policy
that grants all students access to the district’s newly
upgraded WiFI network. Students now regularly utilize
electronic devices at the direction of their teachers to
conduct research, complete formative assessments, and
collaborate via Google Drive. All incoming 9th Graders
participate in the 21st Century Skills Seminar which
addresses topics such as coding and the information search
process. High Point’s teachers and administrators are
recognized throughout the region for their progressive
integration of a wide variety of instructional technology
strategies and platforms. The 2016 High Point New Jersey
Summit featuring Google Apps for Education (GAFE)
was attended by over 300 educators from 42 school
districts and 4 states.
