High School would like to work with you to provide a learning environment in every 

grade.  

Supplemental educational services are offered to eligible Title I qualified students 
through the No Child Left Behind Act.  In 2008-2009 High Point Regional High school 

notified qualified Title I parents that because of our AYP status, supplemental 
educational service would be provided at the parent’s request.
